Tallahassee - In the state's boldest move in a long-simmering feud with insurance companies 
over prices, Florida Insurance Commissioner Kevin McCarty is temporarily banning Allstate 
Insurance Co. from selling new automobile insurance policies statewide. 
 
"In view of Allstate's ongoing, blatant disregard for the laws of the state of Florida, I have little 
choice but to take action," McCarty said Wednesday. "Florida will no longer be held hostage by 
this company and its practices."  



 
McCarty acted the day after he angrily halted a hearing on Allstate's homeowner insurance 
pricing practices because the company failed to provide most of the documents that state 
demanded from one of its largest insurers. The suspension will take effect today and will end 
when state insurance officials receive the documents subpoenaed.
